INTERACTIVE FAMILY EVENT

New this year — we are planning a very special
Family Experience of the Way of the Cross

At 10:30 on Good Friday morning (April 2"),
we will be getting together in the chapel for an
interactive version of the ‘Way of the Cross’
using art, music and movement that is
especially suited for families with young
children.

The Way (or ‘Stations’) of the Cross is a
popular devotion used by individuals or groups
who wish through prayer and reflection to
follow Jesus on the way to his death. It is
especially common for people to do this on
Good Friday, the day on which we mark the
crucifixion of Jesus.

We will journey around the chapel and stop at
each of the 8 stations — sometimes we will do
an activity when we stop. We will talk about
how we can relate to Jesus in this journey and
what hope we can get from it. This could
contribute to your family conversations about
important faith matters.

Afterwards we will all get together for a light
lunch upstairs in Steacy Hall.

GOING FORWARD CAMPAIGN

For All Saints’ Westboro to meet its budget,
secure a fulltime Assistant Curate, and repay
part of its Trust Funds, we ask you to reflect
on your past, present, and future commitment
to our Church. Stewardship is a way of life. It
is a way of living each day in gratitude for all
the blessings that God has given to us. The
roots of stewardship can be found in the Bible,
which tells us over and over that God is the
Creator and Giver of all gifts. It is our
responsibility to show our gratitude to God for
these gifts, by giving back to Him the “first
fruits.” We do not own the gifts God gives to
us. We are only here on earth to use those
gifts to do God’s work. A Christian steward is
one who:

* Receives God’s gifts gratefully

* Cherishes and tends them responsibly
* Shares them in justice and love

* Returns them to God.

Sharing our gifts and returning them to God
means giving generously of our time, talent
and treasure. We give to God by sharing with
our Church and with those in need. Time and
talent can be shared by becoming involved in
parish life, volunteering and offering a helping
hand. Treasure can be shared by making a
conscious effort to make a financial gift to God
first, before we pay the bills and buy the things
we want. When we give to God only after all of
our personal spending we end up throwing
Him the loose change or having nothing left at
all to give. When we give to God first we are
making a gift of faith, trusting that God will
provide for our needs.

As of March 14" the Going Forward Task
Force wants to thank the 20 families who have
decided that All Saints’ Westboro is worth
giving up a cup of coffee a day. Because they
believe in the mission of our church, in two
weeks we have met 33% of the projected
budget shortfall. 18 families have increased
their pledges totaling $10,585.00 per annum
and 2 families have given one time gifts
totaling $1,750 totaling, giving us a grand total

of $12,335.00. Have you filled out and
submitted your new commitment form? Can
we make 50% this week or more? This is so
exciting. We hope that you will use the
enclosed Commitment sheet and respond
when you have a moment.

BUSINESS FUNDING CAMPAIGN

The Business Funding Campaign is one of the
efforts that All Saints’ is making to increase
our financial support of our church and its
programs. This campaign is focusing on
reaching out to our Westboro businesses
asking them to donate to the Westboro Region
Food Bank and to the Westboro Youth Centre.
These two programs belong to the community
and are not just the responsibility of All Saints’;
the church provides support in many ways —
with volunteers, space and funds. We know
that a business will be more likely to give
support if the person asking is a friend or
acquaintance.

Our approach therefore, is to ask for:

- volunteers to introduce us to owners or
managers of Westboro businesses
whom you know — time commitment
approximately 5 hours over 2 week
period
volunteers to be trained to talk with
businesses and encourage donations —
time commitment approximately 15
hours over 3-4 week period

Maundy Thursday’s celebration of the events
of the Last Supper call us back to service as
we take up Jesus’ call to love our neighbours.
The stripping of the Altar is always a solemn
and moving event as we shift to Good Friday.

This year we will have a special event for
families and children that helps them to
experience some of what Good Friday means.
Of course we will have our traditional and
solemn service followed by the walk through
the Village of Westboro, pausing to hear the
story of the Stations of the Cross.

The Great Vigil of Easter should be quite an
event this year as we plan for six baptisms —

including my new Grandson. From the
darkness of the tomb to the ringing of bells
and the glow of the resurrection, the Vigil
carries us into the season of Easter joy. Then
we party! The Lent fast ends and a reception
following the service provides the opportunity
to celebrate with our Church family the joy of
Easter.

Easter morning is our time to celebrate more
than chocolate eggs and little bunnies. We
feed the soul as we sing with Mary Magdalene
and all Christians the joy of the resurrection.

My hope is that you will take the time to walk
this journey with us as we move from the
Palms to the Resurrection by the way of the
Cross. In the space of this one week we mark
the most important part of our Christian story.
God has acted for us in Jesus — we are the
witnesses, today, to God’s love for the world
and for each of us.

May God continue to bless us through this
season of Holy Week and Easter.
